he Building Our Faith Together, in Unity
I and with Gratitude Capital Campaign of

St. Nicholas Eparchy began over a three
years ago on May 12, 2019. It was undertaken
to sustain the long-term viability of the Epar-
chy and to address the urgent structural issues
of the 115-year-old Cathedral and to restore it
to safely serve our generation and the future
generations of our communities. Funds from
the Campaign are also being used to develop
Eparchial administrative resources and to seed
an Eparchial Foundation to better support our
parishes in financial need.

We are pleased to let you know that
considerable progress has been made in our
fundraising. Campaign donations are now
$3,330,000. Furthermore, considerable prog-
ress has also been made in the restoration of
the Cathedral and in our pursuit of the other
Campaign goals, most notably St. Nicholas
Eparchy Foundation.

he mission of the St. Nicholas
I Eparchy Foundation is to help

provide long-term support
of the parishes, missions, monas-
teries, and ministries of St. Nicholas
Ukrainian Catholic Eparchy. The
financial goal of the Foundation is
to have it grow from its initial fund-
ing from the Capital Campaign of
$100,000 to at least $1,000,000. This
will be achieved by conducting annu-
al Foundation-focused fundraising
campaigns and by organizing an-
nual Eparchy-wide educational and
youth-oriented events.

Ukrainian community in Chicago. Six generations
of Ukrainian-Americans have worshipped in this magnifi-
cent Cathedral, which has helped give rise to numerous
new Ukrainian Catholic parishes throughout the Western
United States. It has also been recognized as one of the five
most beautiful structures in Chicago.

Given the magnitude of the Cathedral restoration,
the project has been divided into several phases, two of
which have now been completed. The first phase, com-
pleted in late 2020, addressed the most urgent issues in the
roof and the dome above the sanctuary. In December 2021,
we finished the restoration of the entrance to the Cathe-
dral, the roof and the three domes above. As you can see
in the accompanying pictures throughout this report, the
aesthetic achievement of the first two stages is beautifully
evident and, more importantly, the structural issues have
been resolved.

The focus of the current phase is on the restoration
of the central section of the Cathedral, including the main
dome and the 8 smaller surrounding domes.

he war in Ukraine has significantly impacted
all Ukrainians, and by extension, all Ukrainian
organizations and initiatives. This is clearly the
case with the Eparchial Capital Campaign, which has
slowed considerably since the beginning of the war.
In spite of this, the war has moved us to raise funds to
provide humanitarian support for the Ukrainian peo-
ple. In a short period of time, the Eparchy has raised
$242,354 as of end of May. Donated funds have been
used so far to:
« purchase two medical vehicles for hospitals in
Eastern Ukraine;
« send two food trucks for both internally displaced
people and those remaining in war zones;
« support our parishes in Kharkiv, Donetsk and
Odesa;
» at the request of the Chief Military Chaplain,
print 100,000 pocket prayer books for Ukrainian
soldiers in the war zone.

As can be seen from the picture below, this phase
of the restoration is well underway.

In addition, we are happy to announce that

a new Naming Opportunities Program, focused on
the stained-glass windows of the Cathedral, will be
introduced to our parishioners this summer. A
naming gift is a visible way to show your support
for the St. Nicholas Cathedral restoration, which
includes replacing stained-glass windows with
new ones and some cases refirbishing less dam-
aged windows. Your generous gift will not only
contribute to the restoration of St. Nicholas Ca-
thedral, but also will allow you to leave a lasting
legacy in memory of your loved ones.
